1. Gulf Stream – A warm ocean current, beginning in the Gulf of Mexico, that brings temperate air to Europe.

2. North Atlantic Drift – A warm ocean current in the North Atlantic that flows toward the British isles; this current helps keep northwestern Europe mild.

3. Eurasia – A large landmass that includes Europe and Asia.

4. Ural Mountains – A mountain range in the central Soviet Union.  The Ural Mountains are one of the boundaries between Europe and Asia.
5. Caucasus Mountains – A mountain range that forms part of the southern boundary between Europe and Asia.
6. Jutland Peninsula – A peninsula in Northern Europe.
7. Scandinavian Peninsula – A large peninsula in northern Europe.

8. Kola Peninsula – A peninsula in northern Soviet Europe bounded by the Barents Sea and White Sea.

9. Carpathian Mountains – A mountain range in Eastern Europe.
10. Iceland – A European island country in the North Atlantic.
11. British Isles – A group of islands off the western coast of Europe; made up of Great Britain, Ireland, and some small islands.

12. Pyrenees Mountains – A mountain range in southwestern Europe extending from the Bay of Biscay to the Mediterranean Sea.
13. Alps – A major European mountain range, extending in an arc from the Mediterranean coast to the Balkan Peninsula.
